(All-IndiaScheme)

ENTRANCE SCHOLARSHIPS

1. (1) There shall be the following Entrance Scholarships:

(a) Six resident Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 200/- per
mensem. These scholars will be required to be resident in a
College of the University. The conditions of residence in a
College of the University in respect of Scholars who are
awarded Scholarships of the value of Rs. 200/- per month
could be relaxed as a special case on individual merits of
each case provided a request is made in writing indicating
the circumstances which prevent the Scholar from being a
resident student.

(b) Six Scholarships of the value of Rs. 100/- per mensem. The
Scholars may reside in a College, if desired.

(2) Scholarships shall be awarded in order of merit on the result of a
Competitive Examination which shall be held in the month of July.

SCHOLARSHIPS, FELLOWSHIPS ETC.

(k) Chemistry
(I) Biology
(m) Home Science
(n) Music.

Note : (a) Candidates wishing to join B.Sc. (Hons.) Course must
offer any two Science subjects in addition to compulsory
papers I & II.

(b) Candidates shall have the option to write answers in
either English or Hindi medium in the subjects other
than English and General Knowledge.

(c) The questions set in the subjects will be of a general
character and will be wide enough to give candidates a
reasonable opportunity of showing both their knowledge
in the subjects and the capacity for answering
examination questions.

(6) No candidate shall be eligible for a Scholarship unless he/she
obtains, in the case of resident Scholarship, at least 65 per cent of total
marks in the Examination, and in the case of non-resident Scholarship, at
least 60 per cent of the total marks.

(7) Scholarship holders will be required to pursue a course of study
for anHonoursDegree in theUniversity and in the case of resident Scholars
to reside in a College.

(8) Not more than one resident and one non-resident Scholarship will
ordinarily be awarded for one subject of study prescribed for the B.A.,
B.Sc.; or B.Com. Honours Course but if no candidate qualifies for the
award of the Scholarship for anyone of these subjects, the Scholarships
may be awarded in order of merit to qualified candidates in other subjects.

(9) The Entrance Scholarships are tenable from May each year for
three years.

(10) The first six candidates in order of merit among competitors for
resident and non-resident Scholarships, respectively, shall be declared
elected.

(11) If any of the scholars does not accept, or having accepted ceases
at any time within the first year to be a student of the University the
Scholarship may be re-awarded to the candidate standing next in order of
merit for Scholarships in the same category.

(12) Each scholar shall be notified of his selection as soon as the
awards have been made; a scholar not notifying the University in writing
of his/her acceptance of the Scholarship or not joining a college of the
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University within one month of the date of the Controller�s letter shall
forfeit his/her Scholarship.

(13) If it should appear at any time to the Academic Council that the
progress or conduct of a scholar has not been satisfactory, his scholarship
may be suspended or withdrawn.

(14) Acceptance of any other scholarship simultaneously by a scholar
is not permissible.

ASAFALIMEMORIALM.A.URDUENTRACNESCHOLARSHIPS

1-A. (1) In order to attract the best talent from the country to the
Department of Urdu and to encourage Urdu studies in the University of
Delhi at the Post-graduate level, there shall be four Entrance Scholarships
to be known as . �Asaf AliMemorialM.A. Urdu Entrance Scholarships� of
the value of Rs. 110/- p.m. each tenable for two years to be awarded to
regular full-time students seeking admission.to the M.A. Course in Urdu.

(2) The scholarships shall be titled Asaf Ali Memorial M.A. Urdu
Entrance Scholarships.

(3) The scholarships shall be awarded in order of merit on the basis of
the results of a competitive examination to be held in the Delhi University
in the last week of June on such date as may be fixed each year.

(4) The Examination shall be open to students who:
(i) have passed B.A. (Hons.) or B.A. (Pass) Examination of

any College affiliated to any IndianUniversity recognised
by the Delhi University.

(ii) have offeredUrdu as one of the subjects in theB.A. (Hons.)
or (Pass) Examination.

(iii) and are eligible for admission to theM.A. Urdu Course in
the University of Delhi.

(5) The language of the examination shall be Urdu.

(6) The following shall be the schedule of papers:

(i) Essay, Composition, and
Precis writing. One paper 100marks

(ii) General Knowledge. One paper 100marks

Note: The questions set in the papers will be of a general
character andwill bewide enough to give candidates
a reasonable opportunity of showing both their
knowledge of the subject and lucidity of expression
in Urdu.
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POST-GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS

2. (1) Post-Graduate Scholarships not exceeding twenty in number
will be awarded each year tenable for two or three years, as the case may
be, from May each year, in the Faculties of Arts, Science, Mathematical
Sciences, Social Sciences, Law, Music and Fine Arts and Management
Studies for proceeding to the Degree of M.A./M.Sc./M.Com./M.B.A./
LL.B./LL.M. of theUniversity.

The value of each Scholarship shall be Rs.250/- p.m. for both resident
and non-resident students.

(2) The scholarships are open only to persons who have passed the
B.A. (Hons.) orB.Sc. (Hons.) orB.Com. (Hons.) orLL.B. (three year course)
Examination of a recognised Indian University in the year in which the
scholarships are awarded and have obtained a first class in the examination.

(3) The scholarships shall be awarded by the Academic Council on
the recommendations of the Selection Committee appointed by it.

(4) No student, who is in receipt of this scholarship shall accept any
other scholarship/financial assistance, other than freeship, from any other
source. In case he/she accepts any other scholarship/financial assistance
from any other source, the total amount received by him/her from this
Scholarship shall be refunded to the University from the date he/she
accepts any other scholarship/financial assistance.

(5) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress or has been found guilty of gross-misconduct or
has been very irregular in attendance he/she shall after due warning in
writing be reported by the Principal/Head of his College/Department to the
Academic Council who may reduce, suspend or withdraw his/her
Scholarship.

RESEARCH FELLOWSHIPS (All-IndiaScheme)

3. (1) Value and Duration:

(a) Research Fellowships, not exceeding nine in number shall be
awarded each year. The value of the Fellowship shall be Rs. 400/- p.m. for
the first two years. At the end of two years the work done by the fellow,
will be assessed and if his/her work is judged to be good, he/she will be
awarded a fellowship of Rs. 500/- p.m. for another two years. The Research
Fellowship will carry a contingency grant of Rs. 1500/- p.a. for approved
contingency expenditure. The fellowship and contingency grant will be
exempted from IncomeTax.
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(b) Research fellowships will be tenable for a period of four years,

extendable by sixmonths, in special cases. However, after two years of the
tenure, the performance of the Research Fellows will be assessed by the
University Grants Commission and if on assessment, it is found that the
Fellow lacks research potentiality the fellowship may be terminated. In
case of the research-fellow who has displayed research ability but has not
achieved significant progress he may be given an extension for a period of
one year and at the end of the third year his extension of fellowship would
be subjected to a further assessment and, if report is found to be
satisfactory, he may be given further extension for one year.

(c) The award of the fellowships to theM.Phil. students will be made
for a period of one year (for the duration of the course) and thereafter the
fellowship may be continued for another period of three years provided
the candidates after passing M.Phil. Degree Course get themselves
registered for the Ph.D. Degree Course.

(d) The research fellows who could completeM.Phil. Degree Course
during the course of two years of Fellowship and obtain theM.Phil. would
be eligible for the fellowship at the rate of Rs. 500/- p.m. with the prior
concurrence of the Commission, without being subjected to any further
evaluation.

(2) Eligibility
Fellowships are open to persons preferably below the age of 30 years

who have obtained aMaster�s Degree in the subject concerned or an allied
subject from a recognised IndianUniversity in the First or SecondDivision
(with at least 55%marks) or at leastB+ in the grading systemor an equivalent
qualification.

(3) 10% .of the total number of fellowships shall be reserved for the
candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste/Tribes provided they fulfil the
minimum qualifications laid dowp for the �award for such fellowships and
in case qualified candidates are not available, reserved fellowships shall
be treated as unreserved.

(4) Conditions of Award :
(a) In case the awardee is a Ph.D. student, the award be made

operative with effect from 16th October each year or from the date the
candidate joined the Ph.D. Course whichever is later. In case, the awardee
is a M.Phil. Degree course student the award shall be effective from the
date of his/her admission to the said course.

(b) The fellow shall dowhole-time researchwork and shall not accept
or hold any appointment paid or otherwise or receive any emoluments,
stipend etc. from any other source during the tenure of the award. The
research fellows may be required to undertake up to four hours a week
teaching assignment etc. assisting in tutorials, evaluation of test papers,
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laboratory demonstration work etc. which would help them in future as
teachers.

(c) The fellow shall present to the University through his/her
Supervisor(s) half-yearly reports of his/her work for the period ending
June and December each year. He/she shall before the expiry of the
fellowship, present to the University a comprehensive report of the work
done under the award and an abstract of the thesis.

(d) If a fellowwishes to leave the fellowship before the expiry of the
normal tenure he may do so with the prior approval of the University. No
fellow shall join any other course leading to a degree or appear in any
competitive examination after commencing his work under the fellowship.

(e) If it should appear at any time to the University that the progress
or conduct of the fellow has not been satisfactory his/her fellowship may
be suspended or withdrawn by the Academic Council.

(5) Leave :

(a) Leave for a maximum period of thirty days in a year in addition to
general holidays, may be taken by a fellow with the approval of the
Supervisor(s). The general holidays, �however, do not include the vacation
period; e.g., Summer,Winter, andAutumn vacations. No other leave with
fellowship will be admissible to a fellow. The women awardees would be
admissible for maternity leave at full rates for a period not exceeding three
months, once during the tenure of their award.

(b) The fellow may, in special cases, be allowed by the University
leave without fellowship up to one academic year during the entire tenure
of the fellowship for purposes of accepting teaching assignment on a
temporary basis provided the post accepted by the fellow is in the same
department of the University or in any of its colleges; in other cases, not
exceeding three months during, the tenure of the award on the
recommendation of the Supervisor(s) and the Head of the department
concerned. The period of leavewithout fellowshipwill be counted towards
the tenure of the fellowship.

(6) Procedure of Selection :

(a) The Research Fellowships shall be advertised in the Newspapers
for inviting applications on All-India basis as per University decision in
this regard.

(b) The awardswill bemade by theAcademicCouncil whose decision
shall be final, on the recommendations of the Selection Committee
constituted as follows. Only selected candidates will be informed
individually:

(i) The Chairman, Board of Research Studies for Humanities.
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(ii) The Chairman, Board of Research Studies for Sciences.

*(iii) One representative from the Faculty of Arts.

*(iv) One representative from the Faculty of Social Sciences.

* (v) One representative from the Faculty of Science.

(vi) Twomembers nominated by theAcademic Council.

(7) Payment:

Payment of the fellowshipwill bemade to the fellows by theUniversity
in the first week of every month.

UNIVERSITYSCHOLARSHIPS**

(Other than the All-India Scholarships)

4. (a) Post-graduate Scholarships:

Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 250/- per mensem for both
Resident and Non-Resident students shall be awarded each year on the
result of the Honours Courses Examinations, tenable for the duration the
respectiveM.A./M.Sc./M.Com. Courses.

The Scholarships, one each for each subject shall be awarded to the
candidates securing the highest marks in the Main Subject of the B.A.
(Hons.), B.Sc. (Hons.) andB.Com. (Hons.) Examinations of theUniversity
held in the year preceding, provided that to qualify for a scholarship a
candidate :

(1) should have obtained first division or an equivalent grade

(2) Two Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 100/- p.m. for Non-
Resident and Rs. 125/- p.m. for Resident students, tenable for a period of
one term (for II Term), shall be awarded to the two best students who have
passed the I TermExamination of LL.B.Degree (Three-Year) Course of the
University of Delhi in the first chance and studying for the II TermCourse
of the LL.B. Degree (Three-Year) Examination in theUniversity.

(3) Two Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 100/- p.m. for Non-
Resident and Rs. 125/- p.m. for Resident students, tenable for a period of
one year (for III and IV Terms), shall be awarded to the two best students
(on the basis of the I and the II Term Examinations of LL.B. results) who
have passed the IYear Examination of LL.B. Degree (Three-Year) Course
of the University of Delhi in the first chance, and have joined 2nd year (III
Term)courseof theLL.B.Degree (Three-Year)Examination in theUniversity.

(4) Two Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 100/- p.m. for Non-
Resident and Rs. 125/- p.m. for Resident students, tenable for a period of
one year (for V and VI Terms), shall be awarded to the two best students
(on the basis of III and IVTermExaminations results) who have passed the
2 Year Examination of the LL.B. Degree (Three-Year) Course and have
joined the 3rd year (V Term) course of the LL.B. Degree (Three-Year)
Examination in theUniversity.

(5) Two Scholarships each of the value of Rs. 250/- p.m. tenable for a
period of one year (for LL.M. Part-I) shall be awarded to the two best
students who have passed the LL.B. Degree (Three Year) Examination of
the University of Delhi in the preceding year and have joined the LL.M.
Part-1 Degree Course in the University.

(6) One Scholarship of the value of Rs. 250/- p.m. tenable for a period
of one year (for LL.M. Part-II) shall be awarded to a best student who has
passed the LL.M. Part-I Examination of the University of Delhi, and has
joined the LL.M. Part-II Degree Course in the University.

The Scholarships, both for LL.B. and for LL.M. shall be awarded only
to those students who have secured at least 60% marks or an equivalent
grade at the concerned examination(s), provided they are not in receipt of
any other scholarship or financial assistance from any other source.

(c) Conditions of Awards :

(1) (a) No student, receiving any University Scholarship shall accept
any other scholarship or financial assistance, othcr than freeship, from
any other source.
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(b) In case a scholar accepts any other scholarship or financial
assistance from any other source, the amount received for the University
Scholarship shall be refunded by him/her to the University from the date
he/she accepts any other scholarship or financial assistance.

(c) If a student becomes entitled to a scholarship on the basis of the
result of an examination, but is not awarded or does not accept the
scholarship, such scholarship may be re-awarded.

(d) If the last candidate eligible for the scholarship is bracketed with
some other candidate(s), all the bracketed candidates will be selected for
the Scholarship, provided their number does not exceed three. If the number
of bracketed exceeds three, none of them will be selected.

(2) each scholar shall be informed of his having been awarded a
scholarship. A scholar not notifying the University in writing of his
acceptance of the scholarship within one month of the receipt of the
Registrar�s letter shall. be liable to forfeit his scholarship whichmay be re-
awarded.

(3) If a scholar ceases to be amember of theUniversity during the first
year of his tenure of the scholarship or surrenders the scholarship awarded
to him, the scholarshipmay be re-awarded for the remainder of its term :

Provided that the student to whom the scholarship is re-awarded has
at least two terms to run before taking his next University Examination.

(4) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress or has been guilty of gross-misconduct or laziness
or has been very irregular in attendance, he shall after due warning in
writing, be reported by the Head of his College to the Academic Council
who may reduce, suspend or withdraw his scholarship.

(5) If a student who has been awarded a scholarship is found not in
need of financial assistance to prosecute his studies in the University, he
may be required to forego his emoluments to a needy student next in the
list and the student to whom the scholarship is awarded in the first instance
shall have the academic distinction of a University scholar and the student
towhom the emoluments are transferred shall not be designated aUniversity
Scholar.

SENIORSCHOLARSHIPINHISTORY

5. There shall be a Senior Scholarship in History of the value of Rs.
500/- p.m. for two years for the encouragement of research or original work
under the following conditions:

(1) The Scholarship shall be open to First Class M.As. in History of
this University who are not more than 30 years of age at the time of award.
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Provided that if any year no qualified M.A. in History of this
University is an applicant, the scholarship may be awarded to a First Class
M.A. in History of another University whose M.A. degree is recognised
as equivalent to the M.A, degree of this University.

(4) Payment of the scholarship shall be subject to the recipient
producing a certificate of progress and satisfactory work from the Head of
the Department of History at the end of each term, but subject as aforesaid,
shall be made monthly after deducting such dues as may be outstanding
in his name in the books of the University.

(5) Applications for the scholarship shall be sent to the Registrar so
as to reach him within two months after the dates on which M.A. results
are declared; provided that candidates who pass their M.A. in a year when
the scholarship is not available, may apply in the beginning of the next
academic year.

(6) The scholarship shall be awarded on the recommendation of a
Selection Committee comprising the Vice-Chancellor, the Head of the
Department of History and a person nominated by the Vice-Chancellor
from outside the University.

JUNIOR RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP INECONOMICS

6. (1) There shall be a Fellowship called �Junior Research Fellowship
in Economics�, for encouragement to the deserving candidates for
undertaking studies leading to an M.Phil. and/or Ph.D. Degree in the
Department of Economics in the University.

7. (1) There shall be a research scholarship called �Kikabhai
Premchand Senior Scholarship in Economics�, for encouragement of
research or original work leading to M.Phil. and/or Ph.D. Degree at the
Delhi School of Economics, Department of Economics in the University.

(2) Value and Duration :

(a) The Scholarship shall be of the value of Rs. 700/- p.m., with a
contingency grant of Rs. 500/- p.a. In the first instance the scholarship will
be awarded for a period of two years and thereafter, if the progress of the
scholar is found satisfactory, it may be extended for another two years.
The Scholarship and contingency grants are exempted from income tax.

(b) The award of scholarship to a M.Phil. student will be made for a
period of one year (for the duration of the course) and thereafter the
scholarship may be continued for another period of one year, provided.the
candidate after passing M.Phil. Degree Examination gets himself/herself
registered for the Ph.D. Degree Course. Extension of scholarship after two
years of tenure will be made as per provision contained in Clause 2(a).
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(3) Eligibility:

The scholarship is open to persons preferably below the age of 30
years who have obtainedMaster�s Degree in Economics from a recognised
Indian University in the First or Second division (with at least 55%marks
or at least B+ in grade system).

(4) Conditions of Award:

(a) In case the awardee is a Ph.D. student, the award will be effective
from the date of the issue of award letter or from the date he/she reports for
research work in the Department of the University, whichever is later. In
case, the awardee is a M.Phil. Degree Course student the award will be
effective from the date of his/her admission to the said course.

(b) The scholar shall dowhole-time researchwork and shall not accept
or hold any appointment paid or otherwise or receive any emoluments,
stipend, etc. from any other source during the tenure of the award. The
scholar may be required to undertake up to four hours a week teaching
assignment i.e. assisting in tutorials, evaluation of test papers, laboratory
demonstration work, etc., which would help him/her in future as a teacher.

(c) The scholar shall present to the University through his/her
Supervisor(s) half-yearly reports of his/her work for the period ending
June and December each year. He/she shall before the expiry of the
scholarship present to the University a comprehensive report of the work
done under the award and an extract of thesis.

(d) If the scholar wishes to leave the scholarship before the expiry of
the normal tenure, he may do so with the prior approval of the University.
The scholar shall not join any other course leading to a degree or appear in
any competitive examination after commencing his/her work under the
scholarship.

(e) If it should appear at any time to the University that the progress
or conduct of the scholar has not been satisfactory, his/her scholarship
may be suspended or withdrawn by the Academic Council.

(5) Leave:

(a) Leave for a maximum period of 30 days in a year in addition to
general holidays, may be taken by the scholar with the approval of the
Supervisor(s). The general holidays, however, do not include the vacation
periods, viz., Summer,Winter, andAutumn vacations. No other leave with
scholarship will be admissible to the scholar. The woman awardee would
be eligible for maternity leave at full rates for a period not exceeding three
months, once during the tenure of the award.

(b) The scholar may, in special case, be allowed by the University
leave without scholarship up to one academic year during the entire tenure
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of the scholarship for purpose of accepting teaching assignment on a
temporary basis, provided the post accepted by the scholar is in the
Department of the University or in any of its Colleges; in other cases, not
exceeding three months during the tenure of the award on the
recommendations of the Supervisor(s) and Head of the Department of
Economics. The period of leavewithout scholarshipwill be counted towards
the tenure of the scholarship.

(6) Procedure of Selection:

(a) The scholarship shall be awarded on All-India basis.

(b) The awardwill bemade by the Academic Council, whose decision
shall be final, on the recommendations of a SelectionCommittee consisting
of the followingmembers:

1. The Head of the Department of Economics.
2. One ormore Seniormember(s)

of the Department. To be appointed
by the Head of

3. One outside expert in the subject the Department
who shall not be connected with of Economics.
the University.

(7) Payment of scholarshipwill bemade to the scholar by theUniversity
in the first week of every month.

PANDIT MAN MOHAN NATH DAR ENDOWMENT SCHOLARSHIPS

8. (1) There shall be one scholarship called the Pandit Man Mohan
NathDar Endowment Scholarship of the value of Rs. 100/- p.m. tenable for
a period of one year only to be awarded to a deserving and needy student
studying in the University in the Under-graduate/Post-graduate classes
whose parents income including his/her own income does not exceed Rs.
25,000/- per annum excluding permissible standard deductions.

(2) If there be a suitable applicant, one scholarship may be awarded
each year to an Under-graduate student studying the B.A. Honours Course
in Sanskrit. Other scholarships may be awarded to students studying the
Engineering, Agriculture, Medicine or other Scientific subjects*.

(3) Applications for scholarships should be made by the 16th August
each year giving detailed information about each applicant as set out in
the prescribed form.

* The words �Other Scientific Subjects� have been defined by the A,C, (vide its
Resolution Nos, �217, dated 15-11-1956 and 143, dated 18-8-1960) to mean the
subjects Physics, Chemistry, Botany, Zoology and Astrophysics for this purpose.
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(4) The selection of scholars shall bemade by aCommittee consisting
of the Dean, Faculty of Arts (Chairman), Dean, Faculty of Science, Dean,
Faculty of Social Sciences and theDean, Faculty ofMathematical Sciences.
On the basis of the recommendations of the Committee, the award of the
Scholarships shall be made by the Academic Council;

(5) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, the Vice-Chancellor
may consider and award scholarships of such value as he may fix on the
merits of each case, in advance of the normal procedure to deserving
students whomay need financial help for the purpose of seeking admission
to the University, and report such awards to the Academic Council.

(6) A list of the scholars selected for the award of the scholarships
shall be sent once in each year to the Founder during his life time.

THE MAULANA AZAD SCHOLARSHIP OF JAMMU AND
KASHMIRGOVERNMENT

9. There shall be a scholarship called theMaulana Azad Scholarship
of the value of Rs. 100/- per mensem for two years payable out of the funds
given by the Jammu and Kashmir Government for encouragement of
research or original work in Urdu under the following conditions:

(1) The scholarship will be open to First ClassM.A.�s in Urdu of any
statutory University in India who are not more than 30 years of age at the
time of award.

(2) (a) The Scholar will be required to do whole-time research work
under approved guidance in a subject selected by him and approved by
the Head of the Department of Urdu.

(b) The Scholar will be required to produce a certificate of progress
and satisfactory work from the Head of the Department of Urdu at the end
of each term. Report on the satisfactory progress of the work of the Scholar
shall be submitted to the Research Board by the Head of Department of
Urdu once every quarter. The continuance of the scholarship would depend
on the satisfactory progress of work of the Scholar.

(c) The Scholar shall not without the previous permission of the
Board of Research Studies, join any other course of study or appear at any
other examination conducted by the University or public body.

(d) If the Scholar accepts any post or undertakes any work which in
the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor is inconsistent with the obligations
attached to the holding of the scholarship without obtaining the Vice-
Chancellor�s permission, he shall thereupon forefeit his scholarship and
his emoluments shall cease.

( e) The Scholar shall complete the full period of researchwork. In the
event a scholar discontinuing before the completion of the period for no
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valid reason, he will be liable to refund to the University the entire amount
received by him.

(f) The Scholar shall after acceptance of the scholarship execute a
bond with the University in the form prescribed for the purpose.

(3) The Scholarship will be awarded on the recommendation of the
Board of Research Studies:

Provided that the first award of the scholarship may be made on the
recommendation of the Head of the Department of Urdu and the Dean of
the Faculty concermed.

JUNIOR RESEARCH FELLOWSHIPS (Departmental)

10. (1) There shall be 21 Junior Research Fellowships at a given
point of time for award to the deserving candidates for undertaking studies
leading to,anM.Phil. and/or Ph.D.Degree in theUniversity in the following
subjects:

Linguistics ... 1
Psychology ... 1
Urdu ... 2
Buddhist Studies ... 2
Sociology ... 2
Law ... 5
African Studies ... 8

(2) Value and Duration

(a) The value of each Junior Research Fellowship shall be Rs. 400/-
p.m. for the fIrst two years. At the end of two years, the work done by the
fellowwill be assessed and after his/her work is judged to have been good,
he/she may be awarded the fellowship of Rs. 500/- p.m. for another two
years. Each fellowshipwill carry contingency grant ofRs. 1500/- per annum.
The fellowship and contingency grants are exempted from the income tax.

(b) Junior Research Fellowship will be tenable for a period of four
years, extendable by sixmonths, in special cases. However, after two years
of the tenure, the performance of the Junior Research Fellows will be
assessed by the University Grants Commission and if on assessment, it is
found that the fellow lacks research potentiality the fellowship may be
terminated. In case of the research fellow who has displayed research
ability, but has not achieved significant progress he/she may be given an
extension for a period of one year and at the end of the third year his/her
extension of fellowship would be subjected to a further assessment and if
the report is found to be satisfactory he/shemay be given further extension
for one year.

(c) The award of the fellowships to theM.Phil. students will be made
for a period of one year (for the duration of the course) and thereafter the
fellowship may be continued for another period of three years provided the
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candidates after passingM.Phil. Degree Course get themselves registered
for the Ph.D. degree course.

(3) Eligibility :
The Junior Research Fellowships are open to persons preferably

below the age of 30 years who have obtained a Master�s Degree in the
subject concerned or in allied subjects from a recognised IndianUniversity
in the First or Second Division with at least 55% marks or an equivalent
qualification as laid down in the Ordinance relating to theM.Phil. Degree.

(4) Reservation. :
Other things being equal, the candidates belonging to Scheduled

Castes/Tribes would be given preference for the award of the fellowships.
(5)Conditions of Award :
(a) In case the awardee is a Ph.D. student, the award shall be effective

from the date of the issue of award letter or from the date he/she reports for
research work in the Department of the University, whichever is later. In
case, the awardee is a M.Phil. Degree Course student the award shall be
effective from the date of his/her admission to the said course.

(b) The fellow shall dowhole-time researchwork and shall not accept
or hold any appointment paid or otherwise or receive any emoluments;
stipend, etc. fromanyother sourceduring the tenureof the award.The research
fellows may be required to undertake up to four hours a week teaching
assignment i.e. assisting in tutorials, evaluation of test papers, laboratory
demonstration work, etc., which would help them in future as teachers.

(c) The fellow shall present to the University through his/her
Supeivisor(s) half-yearly reports of his/her work for the period ending
June and December each year. He/she shall, before the expiry of the
fellowship present to the University a comprehensive report of the work
done. under the award and the extract of thesis.

(d) If a fellowwishes to leave the fellowship before the expiry of the
normal tenure, it should be done with the prior approval of the University.
No fellow shall join any other course leading to a degree or appear in any
competitive examination after commencing his work under the fellowship.

(e) If it should appear at any time to the University that the progress
or conduct of the fellow has not been satisfactory, his/her fellowship may
be suspended or withdrawn by the Academic Council.

(6) Leave :
(a) Leave for amaximumperiod of thirty days in a year, in addition to

general holidays, may be taken by a fellow with the approval of the
Supervisor(s). The general holidays, however, do not include the vacation
period, i.e., summer, winter, and autumn vacations. No other leave with
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fellowship will be admissible to a fellow. The women awardees would be
eligible for maternity leave at full rates for a period not exceeding three
months, once during the tenure of their award.

(b) The fellow may, in special cases, be allowed by the University
leave without fellowship up to one academic year during the entire tenure
of the fellowship for purposes of accepting teaching assignment on a
temporary basis, provided the post accepted by the fellow is in the same
department of the University or in any of its Colleges; in other cases, not
exceeding three months during the tenure of the award on the
recommendations of the Supervisor(s) and the Head of the Department.
The period of leave without fellowship will be counted towards the tenure
of the fellowship.

(7) Procedure of Selection:

(a) The fellowship shall be awarded on All-India basis.

(b) The�awardswill bemade by theAcademic Council whose decision
shall be final, on the recommendations of a Selection Committee one for
each subject, consisting of the following members:

1. The Head of the Department concerned
2. One ormore Seniormember(s)
of the Department concerned. To be appointed

by the Head of the
3. One outside expert in the subject Department concerned.
who shall not be connected with
the University.

(8)Payment:

Payment of the fellowshipwill bemade to the fellows by theUniversity
in the first week of every month.

THE HAMDARD URDU SCHOLARSHIPS

11. (1) There shall be two scholarships called the Hamdard Urdu
Scholarships of the value of Rs. 50/- per mensem each tenable for two
years (or one year in case of M.Phil.) payable out of the funds made
available by the Hamdard National Foundation, Delhi for award each year
to full-time students, who joinM.A. or M.Phil. Course in Urdu.

(2) The scholarships shall be awarded every year to whole time
students who are poor and their parents� income including his/her own
income does not exceed Rs. 25,000/- p.a. excluding permissible standard
deductions and are in need of financial assistance to pursue their studies
and are likely to do research in the subject if encouraged at the post-
graduate level.
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(3) The scholarships shall be awarded by the Academic Council on
the recommendation of the selection Committee consisting of the Head of
the Department of Urdu and Readers in the Department of Urdu.

(4) Each Scholar shall be informed of his having been awarded a
scholarship. A scholar not notifying his acceptance of a scholarship within
onemonth of the receipt of the Registrar�s letter shall be liable to forfeit his
scholarship which may be re-awarded to the next eligible candidates.

(5) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress, or has been guilty of gross misconduct or has been
irregular in attendance, his case, after duewarning inwriting,will be reported
by the Head of the Department of Urdu to the Academic Council whomay
reduce, suspend or withdraw his scholarship.

PROF. J.C. LUTHRA AND SHRIMATI KESRA BAI LUTHRA
ENDOWMENT SCHOLARSHIPS

12. (1) There shall be three scholarships called the �Prof. J.C. Luthra
and Shrimati Kesra Bai Luthra Endowment Scholarships� of the value of
Rs. 100/. each permensem, payable out of the interest on the funds endowed
by Prof. J.C. Luthra for award to students who pass the Senior School
Certificate (Class 12) Examination of the Central Board of Secondary
Education, NewDelhi or an examination recognised as equivalent thereto,
in preferably not below high II class and join the 1st year of B.Sc. (H)
course in Botany, Zoology, Physics or Chemistry and who are meritorious
and in need of financial assistance in pursuing their studies.

(2) Each Scholarship shall be tenable for three years, renewable after
every year on the satisfactory performance of the awardee.

(3)One Scholarship each shall be awarded to a student offeringBotany,
Zoology, Physics or Chemistry as the main subject in such a way that as
far as possible 50%of the recipients of the award shall bewomen candidates.

(4) (a) No student shall be eligible for these scholarships, if he or she
already holds a scholarship awarded by the Delhi or any other University
or the Central Government or any State of India or a private body or any
freeship.

(b) In case a scholar under this endowment scheme is awarded any
other scholarship or gets financial aid from any other source, the amount
received by him from the endowment fund shall be refunded by him to the
University, from the date he is awarded any other scholarship or gets
financial aid.

(5) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress or has been guilty of gross misconduct or laziness
or has been irregular in attendance, he shall, after due warning in writing
be reported by the Principal of his college to the Academic Council who
may withdraw the scholarship.
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SHRIMATI KESRA BAI LUTHRA MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

12.A. (1) There shall be three scholarships called the �Shrimati Kesra
Bai Luthra Memorial Scholarship� of the value of Rs. 100/- per mensem,
payable out of the funds endowed by Prof. J .C. Luthra for award to a
studentwho passes the Senior School Certificate Examination of theCentral
Board of Secondary Education, New Delhi or an examination recognised
as equivalent thereto, in preferably not below high II class and joins the
1st year of the B.Sc. (H) course in Botany, Zoology andwho is meritorious
and in need of financial assistance in pursuing their studies.

(2) The Scholarship shall be tenable for three years, renewable after
every year on the satisfactory performance of the awardee.

(3) (a) No student shall be eligible for the award of scholarship if he
or she already holds a scholarship awarded by the Delhi University or any
other University or the Central Government or any State of India or a
Private Body or any freeship.

(b) In case a scholar under this endowment scheme is awarded any
other scholarship or gets financial aid from any other source, the amount
received by him from the endowment fund shall be refunded by him to the
University, from the date he is awarded any other scholarship or gets
financial aid.

(4) If it should appear at any time that the scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress or has been guilty of gross misconduct or laziness
or has been irregular in attendance, he shall, after the warning in writing,
be reported by the Principal of his college to the Academic Council who
maywithdraw the Scholarship.

Regulations:

(a) Applications for the scholarship should reach the Registrar giving
detailed information on the prescribed form obtained from the Registrar,
University of Delhi, by the date mentioned in the Notification issued in
this respect by the Registrar.

(b) The scholarship shall be awarded by the Academic Council on
the recommendations of a Committee constituted as follows:

1. The Dean, Faculty of Science (Chairman)
2. The Head of the Department concerned
3. Prof. J.C. Luthra.

(c) The payment of the scholarship amount will be made to the
scholar through the Principal of his College on presentation of a bill and
a certificate to the effect that during theperiod covered in thebill, the scholar,
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was not in receipt of any other scholarship or financial assistance from
any other source.

RESEARCH SCHOLARSHIPS IN BUDDHIST STUDIES

13. There shall be two Research Scholarships in Buddhist Studies
each of the value of Rs. 500/- per mensem tenable for two years from the
month of joining, but not earlier than the month of award, for award each
year under the following conditions:

(1) The scholarships shall be open to persons, who have passed the
M.A. examination of any recognised Indian University in the second class
or an equivalent examination of a Foreign University and have been
admitted to theM.Litt. (Research Degree Course) in Buddhist Studies, and
have shown aptitude for research.

(2) The Scholarships shall be awarded by the Academic Council on
the recommendations of a Selection Committee of the Department of
Buddhist Studies. The selected Scholar shall ordinarily be required to
reside in a University Hall and shall be required to pursue regularly a
course of study for the M.Litt. (Research Degree in Buddhist Studies) of
this University.

(3) If a Scholarship holder accepts any post or undertakes any work,
which in the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor is inconsistent with the
obligations attached to the holding of the scholarship, he shall thereupon
forfeit his scholarship and his emoluments shall cease.

(4) No candidate shall, without the previous permission of the Head
of the Department, join any other course of study or appear at any other
examination conducted by any University or public body.

(5) If it should appear at any time to the Head of the Department that
the progress or conduct of a scholarship holder has not been satisfactory,
his scholarship may be suspended or withdrawn.

(6) The scholarship holder will complete the full research course. In
the event of a scholarship holder discontinuing before the completion of
the period for no valid reason, he shall be liable to refund to the University
the entire amount received by him.

HIS HOLINESS THE POPE SCHOLARSHIPS

14. (1) There shall be two Scholarships called �His Holiness The
Pope Scholarships� payable out of the interest of the fund of $10,000
(equivalent of Rs. 47,579.95 paise) gifted by His Holiness the Pope during
his visit to India in December, 1964.

(2)TheScholarships of the value ofRs. 150/- p.m. eachwill be awarded
every year to a really poor and needy student whose parents income
including his/her own income does not exceed Rs. 25,000/- per annum
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excluding permissible standard deductions for pursuing a course of study
for post-graduate degree in any branch of learning in the UniversityMerit
shall not be the criterion for the grant of those scholarships the means of
the students shall be regarded as the main factor.

(3) The scholarships shall be tenable for one year andmay be renewed
for the second year. (for a two-year course) subject to satisfactory progress
of the scholar during the first year of the award and his/her continuing to
fulfil the eligibility conditions for award of the scholarships.

(4) The Scholarships shall be awarded by the Academic Council of
theUniversity on the recommendation of a Selection Committee consisting
of theVice-Chancellor and the Deans of Faculties; provided that theVice-
Chancellor may co-opt such other person/s on the Selection Committee as
he may deem necessary.

(5) Each Scholar shall be informed of his/her having been awarded a
Scholarship. A Scholar not notifying his/her acceptance of the Scholarship
within one month of the receipt of the Registrar�s letter shall be liable to
forefeit his/her scholarship which may be re-awarded to the next eligible
candidate.

(6) If it should appear at any time that a Scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress, or has been guilty of gross misconduct or has been
irregular in attendance he/she shall, after duewarning inwriting, be reported
by the Principal/Head of his/her College/Department to the Academic
Council who may reduce, suspend or withdraw his/her Scholarship.

(7) (a) Any student in receipt of this scholarship shall not be permitted
to hold any other scholarship awarded by Delhi University or any other
University or by the Central Government or any State Government or a
Private Body other than a freeship.

(b) In case a Scholar. under this scheme is awarded any other
scholarship or gets financial assistance from any other source, he/she
shall be required to surrender this Scholarship and shall be required to
refund the amount received by him/her on account of this Scholarship
from the date, he/she accepted the other Scholarship or financial assistance.

(8) Any amount accruing from interest from the endowment not spent
in any year shall be added to the corpus of the endowment fund.

(9) A report will be sent each year to the Secretary to the President of
India in regard to the manner in which interest from endowment fund was
utiIised by the University for the President�s information.
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INDER KOHLI AND ANAND KOHLI MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIPS

15. (1) There shall be two scholarships called �Inder KohliMemorial
Scholarship and Anand Kohli Memorial Scholarship� of the value of Rs.
100/- each per mensem, payable out of the interest on the funds endowed
by ShriGokal ChandKohli, Bar-at-Law,Ghaziabad, for award every year to
needy and deserving students who pass the Senior School Certificate
(Class 12) Examination of the Central Board of Secondary Education, New
Delhi, or an examination recognised as equivalent thereto, in first division
and join any of the first degree courses in the Faculty of Technology.

(2) Each Scholarship shall be tenable for five years or for the duration
of the course, whichever is less. The continuation of the Scholarship shall
be on year-to-year basis subject to the student passing the examination at
the end of each year. If a student who has been awarded a scholarship fails
at the examination at the end of any year of the course, the Scholarship
shall stand terminated. The Scholarship thus vacated shall be awarded to
any other student reading in the class to which the student who was
awarded the scholarship originally could not be promoted provided that
the latter student had passed all his pervious examinations in the course
without break.

(3) The Scholarships shall be awarded by the Academic Council on
the recommendation of a Selection Committee consisting of the following:

1. The Dean, Faculty of Technology-Chairman.

2. The Dean, Faculty of Science.

3. The Principal, College of Engineering.

4. Two other persons to be nominated by the Vice-Chancellor on
the recommendation of the Dean, Faculty of Technology.

(4) Each Scholar shall be informed of his having been awarded the
Scholarship. A Scholar not notifying his acceptance of the Scholarship
within one month of the receipt of the Registrar�s letter shall be liable to
forefeit the scholarship which may be re-awarded to the next eligible
candidate.

(5) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress, or has been guilty of gross misconduct or has been
irregular in attendance he shall, after due warning in writing, be reported
by the Principal of his College to the Academic Council, whomay reduce,
suspend or withdraw his Scholarship.

(6) (a) Any student in receipt of this scholarship shall not be permitted
to hold any other scholarship awarded by the University of Delhi or by
any other University or Central Government or any State Government or a
private body other than a freeship.

(b) In case a Scholar under this scheme is awarded any other
scholarship or gets financial assistance from any other source, he shall be
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required to surrender this Scholarship and shall be required to refund the
amount received by him on account of this scholarship from the date he
accepted other scholarship or financial assistance.

(7) Any amount accruing from interest from the endowment not spent
in any year shall be added to the corpus of the enowment fund.

(8) The donor will be informed of the names of awardees of
Scholarships every year, during his life time.

DR. S.L. HORA AND SHRIMATI V.HORA ENDOWMENT
SCHOLARSHIP

16. (1) There shall be a scholarship called �Dr. S.L. Hora and Smt.V.
HoraEndowmentScholarship� of the value ofRs. 100/- permensem, payable
out of the interest on the funds endowed by Smt. V. Hora for award to
student who passes the Senior School Certificate (Class-12) Examination
of theCentral Board of Secondary Education,NewDelhi or an Examination
recogriised as equivalent thereto, in first division, and joins the 1st year of
the B.Sc. (Hons.) Course in Zoology and who is in need of financial
assistance in pursuing his studies.

(2) This scholarship shall be tenable ordinarily for one year but may
be renewed if the progress at studies of the scholar has been satisfactory.

(3) (a) No student shall be eligible for this scholarship if he/she already
holds a scholarship awarded by the Delhi or any other University or the
CentralGovernmentor anyStateGovernmentor aprivatebodyorany freeship.

(b) In case the Scholar under this endowment scheme is awarded any
other scholarship or gets financial aid from any other source, the amount
received by him/her from the endowment fund, shall be refunded by him/
her to the University from the date he/she is awarded any other scholarship
or gets financial aid.

SIR B.P. SINGH ROY FELLOWSHIP IN ECONOMICS OF SHIPPING

18. (1) There shall be a Senior Research Fellowship called �Sir B.P.
SinghRoy Senior Research Fellowship in Economics of Shipping� payable
out of the income of an endowment of Rs. 80,000/-. :

(2) Senior Research Fellowship will be of the value of Rs. 600/- p.m.
tenable for 2 years from the month the awardee joins, but not earlier than
the month of award. In addition to the Senior Research Fellowship, the
fellowwould be provided contingent grant ofRs.

assistance.

(5) If it appears at any time that the scholar is unable to show
satisfactory result or found guilty towards his/her conduct or irregular in
attendance, he shall, after due warning in writing, be reported by the Head
of the Department to the Academic Council who may withdraw the
scholarship.

The Research Fellow may be required to undertake up to four hours
a week, teaching assignment, e.g., assisting in tutorials, evaluation of test
papers, etc. which would help him/her in future as a teacher.

(d) The fellow shall not join any other course leading to degree or
appear in any competitive examination after commencing his/herwork under
the fellowship.

(e) If it should appear at any time to the University that the progress
or conduct of the fellow has not been satisfactory his/her fellowship may
be suspended or withdrawn on the report of the Head of the Department.
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(5) Leave : (a) Leave for amaximum period of thirty days in a year in
addition to general holidays, may be taken by the fellowwith the approval
of the Supervisor. The general holidays, however, do not include the
vacation period, e.g., Summer,Winter and Pooja vacations. No other leave
with fellowshipwill be admissible to the fellow.Thewoman awardeewould
be eligible for maternity leave at full rates for a period not exceeding three
months, once during the tenure of their award.

(b) The fellow may, as a special case, be allowed by the University
leave without fellowship for a period not exceeding three months during
the tenure of the award on the recommendations of the Supervisor and the
Head of theDepartment concerned. The period of leavewithout fellowship
will count towards the tenure of fellowship.

(6) Selection : The selection will be made by the Academic Council,
whose decision shall be final, on the recommendations of a Selection
Committee consisting of the followingmembers. Only selected candidates
will be informed individually:

1. The Chairman, Board of Research Studies for Humanities-
(Chairman)

2. The Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences.

3. The Head of the Department of Commerce.

4. One Senior FacultyMember of the Department (to be nominated
by the Head of the Department of Commerce).

(7)Payment : Payment of the fellowshipwill bemade to the fellow by
the University in the first week of every month.

SHRIG.L.MEHTA MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

29. (1) There shall be a Scholarship known as �Shri G.L. Mehta
Memorial Scholarship� to be awarded out of the annual income accruing
from the endowment fundofRs. 25,000/- endowedby theBoard ofDirectors,
Industrial Credit and Investment Corporation of India Ltd., 163, Backbay
Reclamation, Bombay for the purpose.

(2) A Scholarship of the value of Rs. 125/- p.m. shall be awarded to a
student of the FirstYear of theM.B.A. (Full-time) Course of this University
onmerit-cum-means basis.

(3) The Scholarship shall be tenable ordinarily for one year but may
be renewed during the second year of the course, if the performance of the
scholar in the first year has been satisfactory. In case the scholarship is
renewed to the student in the second year of the course, the award in that
year to the first year student will not be made.

SCHOLARSHIPS, FELLOWSHIPS ETC.

(4) (a) The scholar shall not be eligible for this scholarship, if he/she
is already in receipt of any other scholarship/financial assistance, other
than freeship from any other source.

examination from this University.

(4) The candidate in receipt of this scholarship shall not accept any
other scholarship/financial assistance, other than freeship, from any other
source. In case he/she does so, the total amount received from this
Endowment fund shall be refunded by him/her to the University from the
date he/she accepts any other scholarship/financial assistance. The
unutilized amount will be added to the corpus fund.

(5) If it appears to the University at any time that a scholar is unable
to show satisfactory progress or is found guilty towards his/her conduct
or is irregular in attendance he/she shall after due warning, in writing, be
reported by theHead of theDepartment/Institution to theAcademicCouncil
who may withdraw the scholarship.

(6) The scholarship amount shall be payablemonthly by the Registrar
on a bill through the Principal/Head of the Institution/Department who
shall certify thereon that the scholar is regular in attendance, that his/her
conduct is good and that his/her progress is satisfactory.

(7) The scholarship shall be awarded by the Academic Council.

(8) The name of the awardee shall be communicated to the Syndicate
Bank,Manipal, Karnataka.

SHRI KHUSHI RAM SCHOLARSHIPS

(8) The payment of the Scholarship amount shall be made to the
scholar through the Principal of the College/Head of the Department from
May each year on presentation of a bill and a certificate to the effect that
during the period covered in the bill the scholar was not in receipt of any
other scholarship/financial assistance from any other source.

(9) The unutilized amount in any year shall be added to the corpus of
the endowment fund.

GANGA SANT SCHOLARSHIP

32. (1) There shall be one Scholarship known as �Ganga Sant
Scholarship� of the value of Rs. 50/- p.m. to be awarded out of the annual
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income accruing from the Endowment Fund of Rs. 6,000/- endowed by Shri
B.D.Manocha, C- 79, South Extension, Part II, NewDelhi.

(2) The Scholarship shall be tenable for a period of three years,
renewable yearly on the basis of satisfactory performance of the awardee.

(4) The fellowship shall be open to persons preferably below the age
of 30 years who have obtained Post-graduate degree in Business
Management,Mathematics, Statistics, Economics, Sociology, Psychology,
Commerce or in any other Social Science subject with First or High Second
Class (with at least 55% marks or at least B+ in the grade system) from a
recognised University.

(5) Conditions of Award:

(a) The award shall be effective from the date on which the fellow
reports for researchwork in the Faculty ofManagement Studies. University
of Delhi, Delhi- 7, or from the date of issue of award letter to the fellow,
whichever is later.

No other leave with fellowship will be admissible to
the fellow. The woman awardee would be eligible for Maternity Leave at
full rates for a period not exceeding three months, once during the tenure
of the award.

(b) The fellow may, in special case, be allowed by the University
leave without fellowship for a period not exceeding three months during
the tenure of the award on the recommendations of the Supervisor and the
Dean, Faculty of Management Studies. The period of leave without
fellowship will be counted towards the tenure of the fellowship.

(c) The fellow may, in special case, be allowed by the University
leave without fellowship up to one academic year, during the entire tenure
of the fellowship for the purpose of accepting teaching assignment on a
temporary basis in the Faculty ofManagement Studies, University ofDelhi,
Delhi- 7 :

(3) No student shall be eligible for this Stipend if he/she already
holds a scholarship awarded by the Delhi or any other University or the
Central Government or any State Government or a private body except free
studentship.

(4) In case the scholar is awarded any other scholarship or gets
financial aid from any other source the amount received by him/her from
this stipend shall be refunded by him/her to the University from the date
he/she is awarded any other scholarship or gets fmancial aid.

PT.UDHO RAM RAM PAL CHARITABLE TRUST SCHOLARSHIPS

49. (1) There shall be two Scholarships known as �Pt. UdhoRamRam
Pal Charitable Trust Scholarships� each of the value of Rs. 110/- p.m. to be
awarded every third year out of the annual income accruing from the
Endowment Fund of Rs. 24,000/- donated by Shri S.N. RamPal,Managing
Trustee, Pt.UdhoRamRamPalCharitableTrust,No. I SainikFarm,Khanpur,
NewDelhi-110062.

(2) The Scholarships shall be tenable for a period of three years
renewable yearly on the basis of satisfactory performance of the awardee.

73. (1) There shall be a Scholarship known as �Satish BatraMemorial
Scholarship� of the value of Rs. 300/- p.m. to be awarded out of the annual
income accruing from the endowment fund of Rs. 30,000/- endowed by
Mrs. Tripta Batra 521, Sector 16-A, Faridabad, wife of late Shri Satish
Batra.

(2) The Scholarship of the value of Rs. 300/- p.m. tenable for a period
of three years shall be awarded to a needy student who has passed the
Senior SchoolCertificate Examination from theCentral Board of Secondary
Education, NewDelhi or an examination recognised as equivalent thereto,
with 60% marks in Urdu and joins the 1st Year B.A. (Hons.)

74. There shall be three Scholarships known as the 55th Indian
Mathematical Society Annual Conference Scholarships (in brief �The 55th
IMSAnnual Conferene Scholarships�) to be awarded to threeM.A./M.Sc.
Mathematics students of this University out of the annual income accruing
from the endowment fund of Rs. 75,000/- (Seventy Five Thousand only)
given by Prof. G.C. Ahuja, Local Secretary of the Conference and Dean,
Faculty ofMathematical Sciences, University of Delhi, Delhi-110007.

Value of the Scholarship: Rs.. 250/- per month each.

Eligibility and Conditions of Award:

(1) Out of three Scholarships one will be awarded to the candidate
who has secured highest percentage of marks in his/her B.A. (Hons.)/
B.Sc. (Hons.) examinations of this University and taken admission in the
M.A. Part-I/M.Sc. Part-I Mathematics of this University. The Scholarship
will be for a period of two years subject to the condition that the awardee
secures 60%marks inM.A./M.Sc.-Part-I examination.

(2) One Scholarshipwill be awarded to the candidatewho has secured
highest percentage of marks in his/her M.A./M.Sc. Part-I Mathematics
examination of this University for one year for completion of his/her Part-
II Course. The Scholarship will be for a period of one year.

(3) No student shall be eligible for the award of this Scholarship:-

(a) In case the student already holds a scholarship awarded by the
Delhi University or any other University or the Central Government, or
any State Government or Private Body, other than freeship.

(b) In case any scholar accepts any other scholarship/financial
assistance.

(4) If it should appear at any time during the tenure of the award that
the scholar has failed to make satisfactory progress or has been found
guilty of gross misconduct or has been irregular in attendance, he/she
shall, after duewarning in writing, be reported by the Principal/Head of the
Institution/Department to the Academic Council which may reduce,
suspend or withdraw the scholarship.

PRADEEP GUPTA MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIPS IN ECONOMICS

76. (1) There shall be two Scholarships known as �Pradeep Gupta
Memorial Scholarships in Economics� of the value of Rs. 250/- p.m. each to
be awarded out of the annual income accruing from the endowment fund
of Rs. 1,00,000/- endowed by Shri D.R. Gupta,M- 132, Greater Kailash-II,
NewDelhi -48.

(2) The Scholarships shall be awarded to deserving student (onmerit-
cum-means basis) ofM.A. Part-I Course in Economics at the Delhi School
of Economics. Preferencewill be given to the students from the rural areas.

(3) The Scholarships shall be awarded on the recommendation of the
ScholarshipsCommittee of theDepartment of Economicswhichwill follow
the same procedure of selection as is followed for the award of other merit-
cum-means based Scholarships with the Department.

(4)Two Scholarships shall be awarded every year and shall be tenable
for the duration of the Course viz., two years subject to Clause 5 below.

(5) If it should appear at any time to the Head of the Department of
Economics that a Scholar has failed to make satisfactory progress or had
been guilty of gross misconduct, after due warning in writing, his
scholarship may be suspended or withdrawn on the specific
recommendation of the Scholarships Committee of the Department of
Economics.

(8) In case a scholar discontinues the studies without valid reasons,
he shall be required to refund the amount received by him/her on account
of the scholarship.

(9) In case a scholarship falls vacant during the pendency of the
same, it may be re-awarded to another student on the recommendations of
the Departmental Scholarships Committee for the residuary period.

(10) Any amount accruing from interest from the endowment and not
spent in any year shall be added to the corpus of the endowment fund.

(11) The payment of the scholarship amount will be made to the
scholar through the Head of the Department of Economics on presentation
of a bill and a Certificate to the effect that during the period covered in the
bill, and Scholar was not in receipt of any other scholarship or financial
assistance from any other source and also that he was regular in attendance
and his progress at studies was satisfactory.

JLIS SCHOLARSHIP IN B.LIB. SCIENCE

77. (1) There shall be a Scholarship known as �JLIS Scholarship in
Bachelor of Library Science (B. Lib.

(5) If it should appear to the Department that a scholar has failed to
make satisfactory progress or is found guilty of gross mis-conduct or is
irregular in attendance or discontinues his/her study in the course, his/her
scholarship may be suspended or withdrawn on the specific
recommendation of theHead of theDepartment of Library and Information
Science. In such a case the scholarship shall be offered to the next student
in the order of merit subject to his/her fulfilling the other conditions
stipulated in this Ordinance.

(6) The payment of the scholarship amountwill bemade to the scholar
through the Head of the Department from July to April each year on the
presentation of a bill with the certificate to the effect that the scholar was
not in receipt of any other scholarship or finanical assistance from any
other source during the period and that the scholar is making satisfactory
progress in studies.

84. (1) There shall be two Scholarships called �Shanti Sharma
Scholarship�of the value of Rs. 600/- P.M., each payable out of the income
accruing from the interest on the �Shanti Sharma� Scholarship Fund of Rs.
1.5 lacs endowed to the University.

(2) The Scholarships shall be awarded to deserving students ofM.A.
(Part-I) and M.A. (Part-II) Courses in Economics, at the Delhi School of
Economics.

(3) The Scholarships shall be awarded on the recommendations of
the Scholarships Committee of the Department of Economics which will
follow the same procedure of selection as is followed for the award of
other merit-based scholarships with the Department.

(4) (a) In the first year of the award, one scholarship will be awarded
to a student of M.A. (Part-I) for the duration of the course viz. two years,
subject to Clause 5, below. The second scholarship will be awarded to a
student of M.A. (Part-I).

(b) Subsequently, every year, a student of M.A. (Part-I) will be
selected for the award of the Scholarship for the duration of two years of
the Course.

(5) In case the awardee fails tomake satisfactory progress in academic
studies or become guilty of gross misconduct, the Head of the Department
of Economics, can suspend or withdraw the scholarship, on the
recommendations of the Scholarship Committee of the Department of
Economics.

(6) The Scholarship will be adjusted upward periodically to partly
offset the effect of inflation.

(10) In case a scholarship falls vacant during the pendency of the
same, it may be reawarded to another student on the recommendations of
the Departmental Committee for the residuary period.

(11) Any amount accruing from interest from the Endowment and not
spent in any year shall be added to the corpus of the Endowment Fund.

(12) The payment of the scholarship amount will be made to the
scholar through the Head of the Department of Economics on the
presentation of a bill and a certificate to the effect that during the period
covered in the bill, the scholar was not in receipt of any other scholarship
or financial assistance from any other source and also that he was regular
in attendance and his progress at studies was satisfactory.
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Dr.VIRENDRA B. MAHESH AWARD

85. (1) There shall be ONE one-time award called �Dr. Virendra B.
MaheshAward� for a value of Rs. 25,000/- p.a. to be awarded once every
year for a period of three years to a student in the field ofOrganicChemistry,
payable out of the interest accruing from the endowment of US $ 14,000
donated to the University of Delhi, by Dr. V.B. Mahesh, Department of
Physiology and Endocrinology, Medical College of Georgia, 1120 15th
Street, Augusta, Georgias-30912.

(2) The award shall be made to a student holding at least a First
Class M.Sc. for study towards a Ph.D. Degree.

(3) The value of the award shall carry a lump-sum amount of Rs.
25,000/-p.a.

(4) The Selection for the award shall be made be the Department of
Chemistry through open avertisement and by holding an Entrance
Examination for the purpose. The first 10 candidates on themerit list shall
be called for interview before a Committee consisting of the following :

(i) Dean, Faculty of Science (Chairman)

(ii) Head, Department of Chemistry

(iii) One Senior Professor in Organic Chemistry of the Department

(iv) Two, experts to be nominated by the Vice-Chancellor, one of
whom not connected with the University.

(5) The awardee shall be required to submit quarterly reports through
the Supervisor and the Head of the Department, including the progress of
work.

(6) The evaluation of the work done by the awardee shall bemade by
the Dean, Faculty of Science, Head of the Department of Chemistry and
the Supervisor.

(7) The awardee shall be entitled for leave for a maximum period of
thirty days per year, in addition to general holidays, but shall not be entitled
to vacations e.g. summer, winter and Pooja. The women awardees would
be eligible for thematernity leave for a period not exceeding threemonths,
once during the tenure of the award.

(8) The awardee shall not accept or hold any appointment, paid or
otherwise, or receive any emoluments, salary, stipend etc. from any other
during the tenure of the award. The scholar with the consent of the Guide/
Head of theDepartmentmay assist theUniversity/institution in its teaching
programme, if called upon to do so, including tutorials, evaluation of test
paper, laboratory Demonstration work, seminar, symposia etc. provided
that such work undertaken by him/her is not likely to hamper his/her
research programmes on hand.

NUPUR MATHUR MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP IN

86. There shall be scholarship called the Nupur Mathur Memorial
Scholarship� in Business Economics of the value of Rs. 500/- per mensum
to be given by the University of Delhi South Campus on the Merit cum
need basis under the following conditions :

87. (1) There shalbe scholarship known as �Sardar Kartar Singh
GroverMemorialMerit Scholarship� to be awarded out of the annual income
accruing from the interest of Endowment ofRs. 50,000/- (Rs. Fifty thousand)
ensowed byProf. P.S. Grover, Department ofComputer Science,University
of Delhi, to the University, in the memory of his father, Shri Kartar Singh
Grover.

(2) The scholarship shall be of the valueRs. 350/- (Rs. ThreeHundred
and Fifty) per month. The scholarship shall be ordinarily tenable for an
AcademicYear fromAugust 1 of a year toApril 30 of the next year (Nine
Months) : extendable to the next year.

(3) The scholarship will be awarded to a student of computer science
course, (BCAor B.Sc.

(5) The scholarship shall be extendable for the next third academic
year of the course, if the scholar in the Second Year BCA/B.Sc. (Hons.)
examination courses at least First Division 60%marks.

(6) No student shall be eligible for the award of this scholarship if he/
she already holds a scholarship awarded by Delhi University or any other
University or the Central Government or any State Government or Private
Body, other than freeship.

(2) There shall be four P.G. Scholarships of each of the four Life
Science departments viz Genetics, Microbiology, Biochemistry and Plant
Molecular Biology at South Campus of the University, two each forM.Sc.
(Previous) andM.Sc. (Final) Students.

(3) For award of the Scholarship to the M.Sc. (Previous) students
the selection will be on the basis of their merit in their last examination
performance in the test conducted by the conerned departments as
applicable. For M.Sc. (Final) students the selection will be based on their
merit in the last examination, i.e.M.Sc. (Previous).

(2) The fellowship shall be awarded strictly by merit to a
student of M.Sc. Chemistry (Final year) class offering Organic
Chemistry as a special subject and has obtained highest marks in
the first year of M.Sc. examination among the students opting
for Organic Chemistry.

(3) The fellowship shall be tenable from July to April.

(4) No Student shall be eligible for the award of this Fellowship
if he/she is already in receipt of any scholarship/fellowship awarded
by the University of Delhi or any other University or the Central
Government or any State Government or a Private body other than
a free-ship or financial aid.

(b) The setting and marking of these tests will be such as to give
greater credit to genuine interest and understanding any topic
than to mere memory of scattered facts.

Part II-General Intelligence -Carrying 100Marks.

Part II shall be a test of each candidate�s general ability, intelligence
and common sense, including tests of his ability to think and to express
himself on various subjects, practical and theoretical in English and in one
of the Modern Indian Languages and to reason in one language about
ideas supplied to him in the other.

Trust Prize� of the value of the income of the endowment fund (about
Rs. 100/- p.a.)

(2) The Prize shall be awarded annually to the best student in Science,
that is, the student who secures the highest percentage of marks in the
M.Sc. Examination, provided he has been placed in the first division.

(3) The Prize shall be given in the form of books to be selected by the
recipient in consultation with the Head of the Department concerned and
the books presented shall bear an inscription containing the name of the
Prize and the winner, and the year of award.

(4) The Prize shall be presented to the winner at the Annual
Convocation by the Officer Presiding.

SIR C.P.RAMASWAMY AIYER ENGLISH ESSAY PRIZE

10. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Sir C.P. Ramaswamy
Aiyer English Essay Prize� of the value of the annual income accruing
from the endowmentmade by Sir C.P. RamaswamyAiyer.

(2) The Prize shall be awarded each year to a candidate who secures
the highest marks in the aggregate of all the four Papers of Final year
examination ofB.A. (Hons.)

11. (1)There shall be a Prize known as the �Shrimati Promila Bai Rao
Memorial Prize�.

(2) It shall be of the value of Rs. 100/- or of the annual income
accruing from the endowment of Rs. 2,500/- andwill be awarded each year
to a candidate who tops the list of successful candidates at the B.Sc.
(Home Science) Examination of this University, obtaining a first division.

(3) It shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(4) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award
[as defined in Clause (2)] the income accruing from the endowment shall
be added to the endowment fund.

UNIVERSITY LAW UNION PRIZES

13. (1) There shall be three Prizes known as �The Univesity Law
Union Prizes� awarded out of the annual income of the endowment of
Rs. 3,000/- made by the University LawUnion.

(2) Each Prize shall be, as farasmaybepracticable, equal to the value
of one-third of the annual income accruing from the endowment aforesaid
and shall be awarded each year at the Annual Convocation as follows:

(a) One Prize to the student who has passed the LL.B. (Final)
Examination of theUniversity in the first division securing
the highest percentage of marks, the percentage to be
determined by the aggregate of marks obtained at the
Previous and Final Examinations.

(b) One Prize to the student who has passed all the
Examinations for the B.C.L. Degree in the first division
securing the highest percentage of marks, the percentage
to be determined by the aggregate of marks obtained in
the Part I, Part II and Part III Examinations.

ORDINANCE XXVIII

(c) One Prize to the student who has passed all the
Examintions prescribed for the L.L.M./M.C.L. Degree of
the University, securing the highest percentage of marks,
the percentage to be determined by the aggregate ofmarks
obtained in the Part-I and Part-II Examination.

Note : According to original Clause the University Law Union
Prize is awarded to a student who has passed all the
examinations prescribed for the L.L.M. examination of
the University securing highest percentage of marks. In
relation to the award of prize for the year 1992 a
representation was received by the University from a
student of M.C.L. stating that since L.L.M. and M.C.L.
examinations have the same syllabus and only the
nomenclature is different, candidates who have passed
L.L.M./M.C.L. examination should be borne on the same
lines for the purpose of award of prize. The matter was
referred to the Dean, Faculty of Law who has observed
as follows:

�All references to �L.L.M. Course� in the Statutes,
Ordinances, Rules and Regulations of the University and
the Faculty are deemed to include the M.C.L. Course,
since the two courses differ only in nomenclature and are
it otherwise the same for all purposes. In view of this
established position, all prizes available for performance
at the L.L.M. examinations are to be made available also
to the M.C.L. students. All LL.M. and M.C.L. students
are to be jointly considered for the merit awards.�

In view of the fact that there is no B.C.L. examination as it was
abolished long back the proviso under Clause 2 (c), given below is
redundant and stands deleted.

�Provided that in the case of student who joins the LL.M./M.C.L.
Part-II Class after passing the B.C.L. examination of the University, the
percentage of marks will be determined on the basis of the marks obtained
in B.C.L. Part-III examination and themarks obtained in the LL.M./M.C.L.
Part-II examination.�

(3) The Prize shall be presented in the form of books.

(4) In the event of there being no candidate eligible under Sub-
Clause (a) or Sub-Clause (b) of Clause (2), or there being no candidate for
award under Sub-Clause (c) of Clause (2), the income accruing from the
endowment shall be added to the corpus of the fund.

15. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Maithili Sharan Gupta
Puraskar� of the value of Rs. 100/- or of the annual income accuring from
the endowment of Rs. 3,000/-.

(2) The Prize will be awarded each year to a candidate who obtains
the highest percentage of marks at the M.A. Examination in Hindi of this
University, obtaining a first division.

(3) It shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(4) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award [as
defined in Clause (2)], the income accruing from the endowment shall be
added to the endowment fund.

SARASWATI PURASKAR

16. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Saraswati Puraskar� of
the value of Rs. 501/- or of the annual income accuring from the endowment
ofRs.

18. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Prof. Seshadri Prize� of
the value of the annual income accuring from the endowment of Rs. 3,000/-
made by the Professor Seshadri Sashtipurthi Celebrations Committee.

(2) The Prize will be awarded each year to a candidate who obtains
the highest percentage of marks at the B.Sc. (Honours) Examination in
Chemistry of this University, obtaining a first division.

(3) It shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(4) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award
[as defined in Clause (2)], the income accruing from the endowment shall
be added to the endowment fund.
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SUKHDEVI GIRDHARILAL GROVER PRIZE

19. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Sukhdevi Girdhari Lal
Grover Prize� of the value of annual income accruing from the endowment
of Rs. 1,500/- made by Justice A.N. Grover, Judge, Punjab High Court,

(2) The Prize shall be awarded every year to a candidate who secures
the highestmarks in the papers on �Constitutional Law-I andConstitutional
Law-II�combined, prescribed for the LL.B. (Three-Year Course) and finally
qualifies for the LL.B. Degree.

(2) The Prize shall be awarded annually to a candidate who passes
theM.A. examination in Panjabiwith highest percentage ofmarks obtaining
a first division.

If in any year no one passes theM.A. Examination in Panjabi in first
division, the Prize shall be awarded to a candidate who passes the B.A.
(Honours) Examination in Panjabi in the same year with the highest
percentage of marks and obtains a first division.

(3) The Prize shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

PROFESSOR C.M. MASTER MEMORIAL PRIZE

22. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �Professor C.M. Master
Memorial Prize� of the value of the annual income accruing from the
endowment of Rs. 11,000/-made by Professor C.M.MasterMemorial Fund
Committee in the form of 4-1/2%, 1985, Government of India LoanBonds.

(2) The Prize of the value of Rs. 125/- shall be awarded each year to a
candidate who stands first and the Prize of the value of Rs. 75/- to a
candidate who stands second, in order of merit, determined on the basis of
percentage, aggregate marks at the Final B.Arch. Examination, provided
that the candidates have secured not less than 60% of the aggregate
marks at the Final Examination, and have passed the same in the first
attempt.

(4) The Prizes shall be presented, at the Annual Convocation of the
Univesity, in the form of books, selected by the candidate, in consultation
with the Director of the School of Planning and Architecture, and the
books, presented shall bear an inscription containing the names of the
Prize and the candidate and the year of award.

(2) The Prize shall be awarded each year to the best candidate who
secures the highest percentage of marks in the Diploma in Industrial
Management Examination (combined results of Part I and Part II
Examinations) of the University of Delhi, obtaining �Distinction�.

(3) The Prize shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(4) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award [as
defined in Clause (2)], the income accruing from the endowment shall be
added to the endowment fund.

NEHRU AWARD OF THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY

33. (1) To honour the memory of the former PrimeMinister of India,
the late Mr. Jawaharlal Nehru, an award to be known as �NehruAward of
the Federal Republic of Germany� shall be made every year for the most
outstanding and scientific essay on any topic dealing with Indo-German
Cultural Relations. The award shall be made on essays dealing with
Humanities and Social Sciences.

(2) The expression �Indo-German Cultural Relations� shall include
the influence exercised by India on the culture of German-speaking regions
on the culture of India as well as a comparative study of both sides on the
different aspects of Philosophy and Sociology in a historical setting.

The essaysmay deal with work of one ormore eminent scholars, with
one or more branches of study, or with one or more periods of time. The
subjectmatter of the essay can be treated from a historical or from scientific
view point.

(3) The essaymay be written in German, Hindi or English.

(4) Persons entitled to participate shall be bonafide Indian Nationals
teaching in Indian Univesities and Colleges. :

(5) Entries for the �NehruAward of the Federal Republic ofGermany�
shall be invited every year by the University of Delhi by the 1st August
and the publicity will be given to this by all the Universities in India. The
last date for submission of essays shall be 1st August of the following
year. Essay received after 1stAugust shall not be considered for the award.
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Instructions to the participants of the Nehru Award of the Federal
Republic of Germany:

(a) The essays should not bear the competitor�s name but only a
Motto chosen by him. Each competitor should also submit in a
separate sealed cover the motto chosen by him and his name
and address, to the Registrar, University of Delhi, Delhi- 7.

(b) Four copies of the essay neatly typed in double space or hand-
written should be sent under a sealed cover to the Registrar,
University of Delhi, Delhi.

(6)All entries shall be evaluated by the Vice-Chancellor, University
of Delhi, assisted by a panel of specialists and in consultation with the
Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany.

The decision of the University regarding the prize-winning entry
shall be final and indisputable. Reasons for rejection of entries shall not be
disclosed. The �NehruAward of the Federal Republic of Germany� shall
be made every year on the death anniversary of the late Mr. Jawaharlal
Nehru, jointly by the Vice-Chancellor of the Delhi University and the
Ambassador of theFederalRepublic ofGermany in India at a special function
to be arranged for the purpose.

(7) The �Nehru Award of the Federal Republic of Germany� shall
comprise:

a deed of investiture, and

a cash award of DM, 3,00,000

(8) The Government of the Federal Republic of Germany and the
Government of India shall reserve the right of publishing the prize winning
essay.

PANCHANAN MAHESHWARI MEMORIAL PRIZE

34. (1) There shall be a Prize known as the �PanchananMaheshwari
Memorial Prize� of the value of the annual income accruing from the
endowment of Rs. 1,824/-made by theDelhi University Botanical Society.

(2) The Prize shall be awarded each year to the candidate who secures
the highest percentage ofmarks in theM.Sc. (Final) Examination inBotany,
obtaining a first division.

(3) The Prize shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(4) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award
[as defined in Clause (2)], the income accruing from the endowment shall
be added to the endowment fund.

ORDINANCE XXVIII

Dr. KONA SAMPATH KUMAR MEMORIAL PRIZE

35. (1) A Prize known as the �Dr. Kona Sampath Kumar Memorial
Prize� of the value not exceeding the annual income accruing from the
endowment made by Dr. K.B. Brahamanda Rao, in memory of his son Dr.
Kona Sampath Kumar, shall be awarded each year to the author of the best
scientific paper in the subject of Bio-Chemistry published in any scientific
journal arising out of the work done in India.

(2) (a) All Scientific Workers and Teachers under the aegis of the
University of Delhi, who are not more than 35 years of age at the time of
award, shall be eligible to compete for the Prize.

Provided that a candidate who has won the Prize once, shall not be
eligible to compete for the Prize again.

(b) Professors/Heads of the Institutions affiliated to the University
may also recommend any scientific paper satisfying the conditions of
competition which in their opinion could be considered for the award of
the prize :

Provioed that the entry so recommended shall be with the consent of
the author.

(3) The competition shall be notified each year before September 1st
and the scientific papers should reach the Registrar in sealed covers within
one month of the issue of the notification.

(4) The scientific papers shall be referred for valuation to a Board of
Referees who shall be appointed by the Academic Council on the
recommendation of the Committee of Courses and Studies in Medical
Sciences.

(5) The award of the Prize shall bemade by theAcademic Council on
the recommendation of a Board of three Referees. The Referees shall select
the author whose paper they shall consider to be the best by majority of
votes. If in the opinion of the Board of Referees the papers submitted were
not of sufficient merit the Prize shall not be awarded.

(6) The Prize shall be presented in the form of books at the Annual
Convocation of the University.

(7) In the event of no candidate being found eligible for the award
[as defined in Clause (5)], the income accruing from the endowment shall
be added to the endowment fund.

Regulations: .

(1) More than one paper may be submitted by a candidate.
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(2) In case the paper to be submitted is under joint authorship, the
candidate should be the principal author and a certificate to that effect
should be given.

(3) The scientific paper must be on the work done in India although
it may have been published anywhere.

THE DELHI STATE CO-OPERATIVE UNION STIPEND

36. (1) There shall be a Stipend called �TheDelhi State Co- operative
Union Stipend� of the value of Rs. 40/- per mensem payable out of the
annual income from the fixed Deposit with the Delhi State Co-operative
Bank deposited in the name of theVice-Chancellor, Delhi University by the
Delhi State Co-operative Union Ltd., for award to a student from among
the sons/daughters or dependent brother of non-commissioned defence
force personnel resident of the Union Territory of Delhi, who passed the
Senior Secondary Examination of the Central Board of Secondary
Education, NewDelhi, or an examination recognised as equivalent thereto,
and joins the 1st Year of the Three-Year Degree Course of this University
and is in need of financial assistance in pursuing his/her studies. Preference
will be given to the son of a Jawan who was either killed or incapacitated
during action against enemy in or after 1965.

(2) The Stipend shall be tenable ordinarily for one year but may be
renewed if the progress at studies of the scholar has been satisfactory.

(3) No student shall be eligible for this Stipend if he or she already
holds a scholarship awarded by theDelhi University or any otherUniversity
or the Central Government or any State of India or a Private Body, or any
free studentship.

(4) In case the scholar is awarded any other scholarship or gets
financial aid from any other source the amount received by him/her from
this scholarship shall be refunded by him/her to the University from the
date he/she is awarded any other scholarship or gets financial aid.

(5) If it should appear at any time that a scholar has failed to make
satisfactory progress or has been guilty of gross misconduct or laziness
or has been irregular in attendance, he/she shall due warning in writing, be
reported by the Principal of his/her College to the Academic Council, who
may withdraw the Stipend.

(6) Applications for Stipend should reach theRegistrar giving detailed
information on the prescribed formobtainable from theRegistrar, University
of Delhi, Delhi, by the date mentioned in the Notification issued in this
respect by the Registrar.

ORDINANCE XXVIII

(7) The Stipend shall be awarded by the Academic Council on the
recommendations of a Committee to be appointed by theVice- Chancellor
of which theGeneral-Secretary; Delhi State Co-operative Union Ltd., shall
be one of the members.

(d) The candidate who has won any Prize 1st, 2nd or 3rd once, shall
not be eligible for competition.

October and the entries/essays should reach the Registrar in sealed covers
within one month of the issue of the notification provided that if there are
less than three entries, there will be no competition that year.

(4) (a) The entries will be evaluated and themarks allotted out of 100
by three independent referees to be nominated each year by the Vice-

3. The amount for disbursement of the scholarship be at the present
accrued annual income on such endowment funds till the same is raised to
the extent that it fetches the annual income at the initially specified levels.

Ord. XXIX. GeneralProvidentFund-cum-Pension-cum-Gratuity and
ContributoryProvidentFund-cum-Gratuity

GENERAL PROVIDENT FUND

1. Nominations:

Subject to the conditions laid down in Clause 1 of Appendix �A� of
Statute 28-A, the nomination shall be made in the manner prescribed
hereafter :

(i) If a subscriber nominates more than one person under Clause 1
of Appendix� A� of Statute 28-A, he shall specify in the
nomination the amount or share payable to each of the nominees
in such manner as to cover the whole of the amount that may
stand to his credit in the fund at any time.

(ii) Every nomination shall be in such one of the Forms appended
hereto as is appropriate in the circumstances (vide Forms I to IV
Annexed).

(iii) A subscriber may at any time cancel a nomination by sending a
notice in writing to the Registrar. The subscriber shall alongwith
such notice or separately, send a fresh nomination made in
accordance with the provisions of this Clause.

(iv) A subscriber may provide in a nomination :-

(a) in respect of any specified nominee, that in the event of his
predeceasing the subscriber, the right conferred upon that
nominee shall pass to such other person or persons as
may be specified in the nomination, provided that such
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other person or persons shall, if the subscriber has other
members of his family, be such other member or members.
Where the subscriber confers such a right on more than
one persons under this clause, he shall specify the amount
or share payable to each of such persons in such a manner
as to cover thewhole of the amount payable to the nominee :

(b) that the nomination shall become invalid in the event of
the happening of a contingency specified therein:

Provided that if at the time of making the nomination the
subscriber has no family, he shall provide in the nomination
that it shall become invalid in the event of his subsequently
acquiring a family:

Provided further that, if at the time ofmaking the nomination
the subscriber has only one member of the family, he shall
provide in the nomination that the right conferred upon
the alternate nominee under Clause (a) shall become invalid
in the event of his subsequently acquiring other member
ormembers of his family.

(v) Immediately on the death of a nominee in respect of whom no
special provision has been made in the nomination under sub-
clause (a) of Clause (iv) or on the occurrence of any event by
reason of which the nomination becomes invalid in pursuance
of sub-clause (b) of clause (iv) or the proviso thereto, the
subscriber shall send to theRegistrar a notice inwriting cancelling
the nomination, together with a fresh nomination, made in
accordance with the provisions of this clause.

(vi) Every nomination made and every notice of cancellation given,
by a subscriber shall, to the extent that it is valid, take effect on
the date on which it is received by the Registrar.

2. Subject to the provisions of Clause 4 of Appendix �A� of Statute
28-A, a subscriber exercising his option not to subscribe during leave
shall intimate such option by a written communication addressed to the
Registrar before he proceeds on leave. Failure to make due and timely
intimation shall be deemed to constitute an election to subscribe. The
option of a subscriber intimated under this sub-clause shall be final.

3. Rate of Subscription:

(1) The rate of subscription shall be fixed by subscriber himself in
the manner prescribed inAppendix �A� of Statute 28-A.
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(2) For the purpose of Clause 5 ofAppendix �A� to Statute 28-A, the
emoluments of a subscriber shall be :

(a) In the case of subscriber who was in service on 31st March of
the preceding year, the emoluments to which he was entitled on
that date, provided as follows:

(i) if the subscriber was on leave on the said date and elected
not to subscribe during such leave or was under
suspension on the said date, his emoluments shall be the
emoluments to which he was entitled on the first day after
his return to duty:

(ii) if the subscriber was on deputation out of India on the said
date or was on leave on the said date and continues to be
on leave and has elected to subscribe during such leave,
his emoluments shall be the emoluments towhich hewould
have been entitled had he been on duty in India;

(iii) if the subscriber joined the Fund for the first time on a day
subsequent to the said date, his emoluments shall be the
emoluments to which he was entitled on such subsequent
date.

(b) In the case of a subscriber who was not in service on the 31st of
March of the preceding year, the emoluments to which he was
entitled on the first date of his service or, if he joined the Fund for
the first time on a date subsequent to the first date of his service,
the emoluments to which he was entitled on such subsequent
date.

(3) The amount of subscription so fixed may be :

(a) reduced once at any time during the course of the year ;

(b) enhanced twice during the course of the year; or

(c) reduced and enhanced as aforesaid;

Provided that when the amount of subscription is so reduced it shall
not be less than the minimum prescribed in sub-Clause 5 ofAppendix �A�
to Statute 28-A.

4. Interest

(1) The University shall pay to the credit of the account of each
subscriber, interest at such rate as may be determined by the Executive
Council for each year at the beginning of the year.
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(2) Subject to the interest having been fixed in accordancewithClause
6 ofAppendix �A�of Statute 28-A, the interest shall be credited with effect
from the last day in each year in the following manner:

(i) on the amount at the credit of a subscriber on the 31 st of March
of the preceding year less any sumswithdrawn during the current
year-interest for twelve months;

(ii) on sums withdrawn during the current year-interest from the 1st
of April of the current year up to the last date of the month
preceding the month of withdrawal ;

(iii) on all sums credited to the subscribers� account after the 31st of
March of the preceding year-interest from the date of credit up
to the 31 st of March of the current year;

(iv) the total amount of interest shall be rounded to the nearest rupee
(50 paise and above counting as the next higher Rupee).

(3) Provided that when the amount standing at the credit of a
subscriber has become payable, interest thereon shall be credited under
this sub-Clause in respect only of the period from the beginning of the
current year or from the date of credit, as the case may be, up to the date on
which the amount standing to the credit of a subscriber becomes payable.

(4) For the purpose of this Clause, the date of credit shall be deemed
to be the first day of the month in which it is credited.

(5) In all cases interest shall be paid in respect of balance at the credit
of a subscriber up to the close of the month preceding that in which
payment is made.

5. Advances from the Fund :

Subject to the conditions laid down in Clause 7 of Appendix �A� of
Statute 28-A, the payment of an advance from the Fundmay be sanctioned
by an authority nominated by the Executive Council to a subscriber from
the amount of his subscription and interest thereon standing to his credit,
subject to the following conditions:

(1) No advance shall be granted unless the sanctioning authority
is satisfied that the applicant�s pecuniary circumstances justify
it, and that it will be expended on the following object or objects
and not otherwise:

(i) to pay expenses incurred in connection with the illness of the
applicant, applicant�s wife, legitimate children, step-children,
parents, sisters and minor brothers actually dependent on him;

(ii) to pay for the overseas passage for reasons of health or
education of the applicant or the applicant�s wife legitimate
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children, step-children, parents, sisters and minor brothers
actually dependent on him;

(iii) to meet the cost of higher education of any person actually
dependent on the applicant. Such person need not necessarily
be a member of the applicant�s family;

(iv) to pay obligatory expenses on a scale appropriate to the
applicant�s status in connection with marriages, funerals or
ceremonies which by his religion it is incumbent on him to
perform :

(v) to meet the cost of legal proceedings instituted by the applicant
for vindicating his position in regard to any allegations made
against him in respect of any act done or purporting to be done
by him in the discharge of his official duty;

Provided that the advance under this sub-clause shall not be
admissible to an applicant who institutes legal proceedings in
any Court of law either in respect of any matter unconnected
with his official duty or against the University in respect of any
condition of service or penalty imposed on him;

(vi) tomeet the cost of his defencewhere the applicant is prosecuted
by the University in any Court of law in respect of any alleged
official misconduct on his part ;

(vii) tomeet the cost of travel abroad to the applicant when permitted
by the Executive Council to attend Scientific Conference,
symposia or for Scientific/Technical work;

Provided that the Executive Council may, in special
circumstances sanction the payment to any subscriber of the
advance if the Council is satisfied that the subscriber concerned
requires the advance for reasons other than mentioned in the
above sub-clause 5(1).

(2) An advace shall not exceed the following ceiling limits :

(a) When sanctioned for any of 3 months� pay of
the objects mentioned in the subscriber
Sub-clauses (i) to (vi) of Clause 1.

(b) Provided, however, that in no case shall the amount of
advance exceed 50 percent of the amount of the member�s
subscription and interest thereon standing to the credit of
the subscriber in the Fund.

(c) Provided further that in special cases and for reasons to be
recorded inwriting, the Pro-Vice-Chancellormay sanction

an advance upto any limit, in relaxation of the limits prescribed
under (a) and (b) above.

(3) When an advance is sanctioned under Sub-rule (2) before
repayment of last instalment of any previous advance is
completed the balance of any previous advance not recovered
shall be added to the advance to sanctioned and the instalments
for recovery shall be fixed with reference to the consolidated
amount.

(4) The sanctioning authority shall record in writing its reasons for
granting the advance. Provided that if the reason is of a
confidential nature, it may be communicated to the Registrar
personally and/or confidentially.

(5) The amount of advance shall be recovered in not more than 24
equal monthly instalments, if the advance was sanctioned for
any of the objects mentioned in Sub-Clause (i) to (vii) of Clause
5 (1). In special cases where the amount of advance exceeds
three months� pay of the subscriber the sanctioning authority
may fix such number of instalments to bemore than 24 but in no
case more than 36. Each instalment shall be a number of whole
rupees, the amount of advance being raised or reduced, if
necessary, to admit of the fixation of such instalments. A
subscriber may, at his option, repay, in a smaller number of
instalments than that agreed upon at the time of grant of advance
or in a lump sum.

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in Clause 5, if the
sanctioning authority is satisfied that money withdrawn as an
advance from the fund under clause 5(1) has been utilised for a
purpose other than that for which sanction was given to the
drawal of the money the amount in question shall be repaid by
the subscriber to the Fund, or in default be ordered to be
recovered by deduction in one sum from the emoluments of the
subscriber. If the total amount to be repaid bemore than half the
subscriber�s emoluments, the recoveries shall be made in
monthly instalments ofmoieties of his emoluments till the entire
amount recoverable be repaid.

Note : The term �emoluments� as used in this Clause does not
include subsistence allowance, if any, granted in cases
of suspension of an employee pending an enquiry into
his alleged misconduct.

5-A. An employee who does not withdraw any amount from his
provident fund account either as a loan or as final withdrawal shall
be entitled to a Bonus on the subscription made by him during a
financial year. Such Bonus shall be calculated at the rate of 3% of the
subscription for such of the employees whose total emoluments do not
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exceed Rs. 500/- and at the rate 1% in case of those whose emoluments
exceed Rs. 500/- per month. For purposes of calculation of Bonus the
emolumentswill be taken as on 31stMarch of the preceding year. However,
in the case of subscribers whose life insurance policies are financed through
the provident fund subscription, the Bonus shall be calculated on the net
subscription, during the year after deducting the amount of life insurance
premium paid during the year. The amount of bonus so calculated shall be
credited to the account of the subscriber at the end of each financial year.

Note : The above provisions shall come into force from the
financial year 1975-76.

6. On awritten application from a subscriber to theGeneral Provident
Fund and with the approval of the Vice-Chancellor, the University may
allow premia on the Life Insurance Policy of the subscriber to be paid out
of the subscriber�s share in his General Provident Fund. In all such cases
the Life Insurance Policy for which the premia are so paid shall be assigned
in favour of the University. On the retirement of the subscriber from the
service of the University the policy shall be re-assigned to him by the
University.

In case of the maturity of the policy during the service of the
subscriber in the University, the full amount of the policy shall be credited
to the General Provident Fund of the subscriber. In case of the death of the
subscriber, during the service of the University, the full amount of all
policy shall be paid to the nominee, or in the absence of nomination, to the
legal representative of the deceased entitled to the Provident Fund.

7. Procedure on the Death of a Subscriber :

FinalWithdrawal from the Fund on the death of a subscriber, before
the amount standing to his credit has become payable, or where the amount
has become payable, before payment has beenmade as stipulated in Clause
11 ofAppendix �A�of Statute 28-A, shall be made 28-A, as follows:

(1) When a subsciber leaves a family:

(a) if a nomination made by the subscriber in accordance with the
provisions of Clause (1) or of the corresponding provisions
heretofore in force in favour of a member or members of his
family subsists the amount standing to his credit in the Fund
or the part thereof towhich the nomination related shall become
payable to his nominee or nominees in the proportion specified
in the nomination;

(b) if no such nomination in favour of a member or members of
the family of the subscriber subsists, or if such nomination
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relates only to a part of the amount standing to his credit in the
Fund, the whole amount or the part thereof to which the
nomination does not relate, as the case may be, shall
notwithstanding any nomination purporting to be in favour of
any person or persons other than a member or members of his
family, become payable to the members of his family in equal
shares.

Provided that no share shall be payable to :-

(i) sons who have attained majority;
(ii) sons of a deceased son who have attained majority;
(iii) married daughters whose husbands are alive;
(iv) married daughters of a deceased son whose husbands are

alive;
if there is any member of the family other than those
specified in sub-clause (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv);
Provided further that the widow or widows and the child
or children of a deceased son shall receive between them
in equal parts only the share which that son would have
received if he had survived the subscriber and had been
exempted from the provision of sub-Clause (i) of the first
proviso.

(2) When the subscriber leaves no family if a nomination made by
him in accordance with the provisions of Clause 1 or of the
corresponding provisions heretofore in force in favour of any
person or persons, subsists, the amount standing to his credit
in the Fund or part thereof to which the nomination relates,
shall become payable to his nominee or nominees in the
proportion specified in the nomination.

8. Statements of Accounts:

(1) In accordance with Clause 12 of Appendix �A� of Statute 28-A,
the Registrar shall as soon as possible after the 31st of March of each year
send to each subscriber a statement of his account in the Fund, show the
opening balance on the 1st ofApril of the year, the total amount of interest
credited as on the 31st of March of the year and the closing balance on
that date. The Registrar shall attach to the statement of account an enquiry
whether the subscriber:

(i) desires to make any alteration in any nomination made by the
subscriber;

(ii) has acquired a family (in cases where the subscriber has made
no nomination in favour of a member of his family under the
provisions of this Ordinance).
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(2) Subscribers should satisfy themselves as to the correctness of
the annual statement, and errors should be brought to the notice of the
Registrar within six months from the date of receipt of the statement.

(3) The Registrar shall, if required by a subscriber once, but not more
than once in a year, inform the subscriber of the total amount standing to
his credit in the Fund at the end of the last month for which his account
has been written up.

GRATUITY

9. Subject to the provisions of Clause 18 of Appendix �A� and
Clause 12 of Appendix �B� of Statute 28-A, the payment of Gratuity shall
be made in the manner prescribed, vide Forms V to VIII annexed.
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
